“Celebrating Community and Being Young,” a mural commissioned by First Night Columbus and created by the FIRSTLINK Youth Volunteer Corps (YVC) in
celebration of 2003 downtown New Year’s Eve family event, will be displayed at Starbucks Easton Town Center for National Youth Service Day, April 16-18.

The FIRSTLINK Youth Volunteer Corps (YVC) recently
received a Starbucks Foundation “Youth Leadership-Nurturing
the Human Spirit by Investing in our Youth” grant to support
its 2004 summer program. Our local partner is the Starbucks
Easton Town Center Store and includes the partners (employ-
ees) of Starbucks Coffee Company stores located in the
Columbus market.

The YVC is an active group of 11 to 18 year-old middle and
high school students who participate in group community
service projects throughout the school year and have the
opportunity to participate in more intensive summer service
projects during June, July and August.

The Starbucks Foundation Grant supports the YVC summer
program that includes two, two-week long and three-week
long community service projects. The objective of the grant is
to involve YVC members in intensive summer community serv-
ice projects in conjunction with Starbucks partners. The sum-
mer program will allow Starbucks partners a significant level of
participation from planning the summer program to volunteer-
ing with the youth at the volunteer project sites.

The summer program teaches the value of societal diversity
through volunteerism. The volunteering, mentoring and role
modeling provided by Starbucks partners will help nurture
leadership skills for YVC youth enabling them to build bridges

of understanding and respect for diversity between individuals,
groups, and community.

During National Youth Service Day, April 16-18, the
Starbucks Easton Center will display the YVC “Celebrating
Community and Being Young” canvas mural. The mural was
commissioned by First Night Columbus in celebration of the
2003 downtown New Year's Eve family event.

Since its inception in 1997, The Starbucks Foundation has
awarded $8 million to more than 760 literacy and youth
organizations. These grants provide organizations support in
the development of innovative learning opportunities. Funding
from the Foundation has come mostly from Starbucks Coffee
Company and also from individual donations. This is one ele-
ment of Starbucks’ continuing effort to give back to the com-
munities in which it does business.

Planning for Our
Future

In the Fall of 2003, a dedicated group of community
volunteers met to assist FIRSTLINK in analyzing its cur-
rent technology level and to help prepare for its future
technology needs. The technology plan isn't just anoth-
er piece of bureaucracy; there is no substitute for think-
ing through what we need as an agency and how we will
meet those needs.

Technology planning is the process that will help us
save money on technology, buy what we need and
determine how we use that technology as a tool to
accomplish FIRSTLINK’s mission.

The benefits of technology planning include:

» Obtain funding. Funders are much more likely to give
money for technology if
we can show them a technology plan.

» Use technology effectively. The technology planning
process can expand our horizons and help FIRSTLINK
see new ways in which technology can further
our mission.

= Buy the right equipment. Purchasing hardware, soft-
ware and networking equipment can be costly, so it
helps to have a game plan.

« Save money. Planning allows us to figure out how to
spend less and still meet our needs.

* Avoid crises. A faulty system can cause loss of crucial
data and capabilities.

* Use staff time more effectively. A technology plan
will help us streamline staff use of technology, and
put systems in place to make technology a useful tool
for staff, not a stumbling block.

= Protection from staff turnover. A technology plan
can help us by providing documentation of existing
systems as well as future plans.

The FIRSTLINK Technology Committee, which meets
twice a monthly, has a working draft of this plan and
expects to complete the document by this spring. We
would like to thank the following committee members
for their continuing hard work and dedication to
FIRSTLINK’s mission:

FIRSTLINK Partners with Rotary, Columbus Schools
on High School Service Project

The Rotary Club of Columbus is sponsoring the
“Community High School Service Project” in partner-
ship with the Columbus Public Schools and FIRSTLINK
to recognize and promote exemplary Columbus public
high school student community service projects.

The Rotary Club is sponsoring a “Community Service
Project Fair” on May 17 at the Columbus Convention
Center in conjunction with the weekly Rotary meeting.
The fair will honor, recognize and award exemplary
community service and service learning projects and
showcase these exemplary projects to other Columbus
Public High schools to stimulate future service activity.
This is a one-year pilot 2003-2004 school year project
with five Columbus high schools including Beechcroft,
Columbus Alternative, East, Ft. Hayes and Whetstone.

The goal of the project is to substantially increase
the benefits of Columbus public high school community
service activities for the students and for the communi-
ty. The project identifies opportunities within the non-
profit community for meaningful service activities, pro-
vides support and assistance for selected projects,
increases the literacy skills involved students, assists
students in achieving required graduation service hours
and recognizes and promotes exemplary projects.

Donald Goldbaum, an AmeriCorps VISTA member,
coordinates the project and is working with the
Columbus high school curriculum/career education
department internship coordinators in each of the five
high schools. The Rotary Club of Columbus supports Mr.
Goldbaum’s VISTA position, which is based at

FIRSTLINK. The FIRSTLINK Youth Volunteer Corps
AmeriCorps staff provides support by assisting students
with ideas and project development.

FIRSTLINK is pleased that the Columbus Rotary has
committed to continue and expand the project in 2004-
2005 school year.

“It is exciting to see the students’ enthusiasm and
creativity for addressing community needs. With the
continued support of the Rotary Club of Columbus and
the Columbus Public Schools, this project has the
potential of significantly impacting the students as
well as the community,” Joanna Huffer, FIRSTLINK
supervisor for the project, says.

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2-1-1 Service Available
from FIRSTLINK

Imagine what it might be like to be a new resident to our
community who is trying to find daytime care for an aging par-
ent but is unfamiliar with what services or organizations that
exist locally to provide help.

Think about what it would be like to be a single parent who
suddenly loses her job and her health care. She is faced with the
responsibility of providing for three small children and paying
rent and must give up her car to make ends meet short term,
but she needs find another job.

Consider the lot of the rapidly growing number of non-
English speaking immigrants to the area who have basic needs
for food and shelter, but don't know where to turn.

These people are among the thousands who can easily access
the help they need thanks to the availability of 2-1-1 service.
After more than three years of preparations and regulatory pro-
cessing, FIRSTLINK began offering 2-1-1 service to Central Ohio
in November.

2-1-1 is an easy to remember and universally recognized tele-
phone number that makes a critical connection between those in
need and the appropriate community-based organizations and
government agencies.

“This is an invaluable service for residents of our community,
especially for people who are elderly or new to the community
and may not know where to call to get help with human and
social service needs or to volunteer their time and talents to
benefit others,” Marilee Chinnici-Zuercher, CEO and executive
director of FIRSTLINK, said.

She added that for more than 20 years information and refer-
ral (1 & R) services such as those provided by FIRSTLINK have
assisted people connect to the services they need when they
don’'t know where to call for help. The need for this service is
continuously growing as our community grows, Chinnici-
Zuercher said.

I & R services are the link between people and community
organizations. With so many nonprofit organizations and many
government agencies, many people can find it challenging to
navigate the maze of community resources. | & R specialists lis-
ten to the callers needs and will determine the best service
provider that is available. |1 & R services maintain comprehensive
and up-to-date databases of resources, including federal, state
and local government agencies, community-based organizations,
and private non-profit organizations. Our database contains
more than 4,500 programs and services and 2,100 on-going vol-
unteer opportunities at more than 900 non-profit, government
and healthcare organizations.

The following are a list of services available to those who

may need information.

» Basic Human Needs Resource: food banks, clothing closets,
shelters, rent assistance, utility assistance.

e Physical and Mental Health Resources: health insurance
programs, Medicaid and Medicare, maternal health, Children’s
Health Insurance Program, medical information lines, crisis
intervention services, support groups, counseling, drug and
alcohol intervention and rehabilitation.

< Employment Supports: financial assistance,
job training, transportation assistance, education programs.

e Support for Older Americans and Persons with Disabilities:
adult day care, congregate meals, Meals on Wheels, respite
care, home health care, transportation, and homemaker
Services.

e Support for Children, Youth and Families: Childcare, after
school programs, Head Start, family resource centers, summer
camps and recreation programs, mentoring, tutoring, protec-
tive services.

Dental OPTIONS Connects Patients to Treatment

FIRSTLINK is in its sixth year of administering
Dental OPTIONS (Ohio Partnership To Improve Oral
Health through access to Needed Services), a program
offered by the Ohio Dental Association with financial
assistance from the Ohio Department of Health.

OPTIONS serves as a clearinghouse for primary oral
health access programs and links clients with volunteer
dentists or dental clinics where they can receive care at
either reduced rates or free of charge.

“Dental OPTIONS improves access to dental care for
Ohio’s poor, working poor, low-income seniors and peo-
ple who are medically, mentally or physically chal-
lenged,” Joyce Ray, FIRSTLINK Director of Resources
and Programs, said.

In FY 2003, 380 people were connected to oral
health care services through the Central Region of
Dental OPTIONS, with oral health professionals and lab-
oratories donating services valued at more than
$295,000. Since the inception of Dental OPTIONS in
1997, more than 3,100 Central Ohio residents have
received necessary oral health treatment.

To increase oral health care services for Central Ohio
residents last year, FIRSTLINK secured additional monies
to assist Dental OPTIONS clients. The agency received
funding from The Columbus Foundation to pay lab fees

for eligible Central Region clients who qualified for dis-
counted services. The grant award eliminated the hard-
ship placed on clients who might be required to pay
$320 for a set of dentures and $50 for a diagnosis
before beginning treatment. As a result, the number of
clients who withdrew from the Dental OPTIONS program
due to inability to pay decreased and the length of time
enrolled clients remained in the program was reduced.

FIRSTLINK also received additional monies to design,
produce and distribute a quarterly newsletter to 210
oral health professionals participating in Dental
OPTIONS. The newsletter highlighted program out-
comes, relayed community information and fostered a
sense of appreciation toward participating dentists.

In an extension of the grant received from The
Columbus Foundation, The Osteopathic Heritage
Foundation recently awarded grant funding to
FIRSTLINK to establish an Indigent Fund for enrolled
Dental OPTIONS clients. The fund will remove current
barriers to oral health care for households with annual
incomes of 200 percent of the federal poverty guidelines
and below, seniors on a fixed income and individuals
with medical, mental or physical challenges. The pro-
gram will lead to an overall increase in the quantity of
clients who receive oral health care and contribute sub-

Kinship Care Program
Administered by FIRSTLINK

FIRSTLINK recently began administering in coopera-
tion with Franklin County Children’s Services a program
designed to assist child caregivers in need of support
and resources.

The Kinship Care Navigator Program helps non-
parent relatives or non-family caregivers who care
for a child or children full-time on a temporary basis.

“Kinship Care benefits children by maintaining a
sense of family and identity with the child’s family,
culture, history and traditions,” Joyce Ray, director
of resources and programs for FIRSTLINK, says.

Caregivers can participate in a personal assessment
by a trained specialist who will provide support and
make referrals to local nonprofit and government
agencies

stantially to the overall well-being of Ohio residents.

The Osteopathic Heritage Foundation supports
community health and quality of life — primarily in
Central Ohio — as well as osteopathic medical educa-
tion and research throughout the nation. Since 1999
the Osteopathic Heritage Foundations have approved
funding awards totaling more than $34 million, with
nearly $15.5 million of the total supporting communi-
ty initiatives.

Funding awarded through The Columbus

assists in eliminating the disparity low income Central
Ohio residents face in accessing needed oral health
care treatment. Individuals who formerly delayed
treatment while they saved funds to pay for diagno-
sis, multiple visits, dentures, or crowns now can
receive immediate assistance.

In addition, volunteer dentists are able to accept
new clients for treatment through Dental OPTIONS. The
programs contribute to the alleviation of pain caused
by periodontal disease, improve health and wellness
due to better oral health, and inspire a sense of satis-
faction from oral health professionals who are able to
make a difference in their communities.

FIRSTLINK Exec Volunteers
on Mission Trip in Honduras

Renovating volunteer quarters at a children’s
school and reconstructing a road may not be a typical
vacation trip, but for FIRSTLINK CEO Marilee Chinnici-
Zuercher, it's a great way to relax.

She participated in a mission trip to Honduras with
the Dublin A.M. and Upper Arlington Rotaries in mid-
February. The purpose of the trip was to assist Montana
de Luz, a home for children with HIV/AIDS, in a
construction project, provide a cultural exchange and
build a relationship with the Rotarians in Honduras.

Montana de Luz is situated atop a small mountain
in south central Honduras.

“The focus of our mission week was for learning,
serving and growing through a cultural experience.
Honduras is a country with staggering poverty and rep-
resents 60 percent of all AIDS cases in Central America,
many of whom are children” Chinnici-Zuercher says.

“This program reinforced for me the importance and
rewards of the great work so many of our volunteers
do in Central Ohio. When you work as a volunteer and
actually see the reactions of people to your work, it's
incredibly gratifying and humbling,” she added.
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
